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1.0 PURPOSE 
To define the instructions for connecting a Wiring Harness to a Pressure Switch. 
 

2.0 INSTRUCTIONS 
2.1 The installer shall be responsible for ensuring that after installation, the sealing fitting (Wiring Harness) and 

switch housing (Pressure Switch) connection (1/2”-14 NPT) is tight and leakproof. 
2.2 If you experience any problems when installing the Pressure Switch or Wiring Harness please contact Argus or
